My dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

The annual National Collection for the Black and Indian
Missions was conceived in 1884, one hundred and twenty
years ago, enabling Bishops and missionaries to carry the
message of Christ to Black and Native American
communities throughout the United States.  All of us
concerned with evangelization and the social ministry of the
Church know that national collections, such as this, are
necessary to support priests and religious who minister to
families in need: the impoverished, the isolated and the
despairing among Black, Indian, Eskimo and Aleute peoples.

For every dollar contributed to the Collection for the Black
and Indian Missions, 98 cents goes to evangelization
programs, supporting some of the neediest people across the
United States; from the inner cities of the rural South to the
deserts of the Southwest, to Alaska’s cold wilderness.
Thanks to your generosity last year, 131 dioceses received
assistance from the collection.

The Annual National Black and Indian Mission Collection will
be taken up in the Diocese of Venice the weekend of July
23/24.  Please give whatever you can - be it one dollar or ten
dollars - every penny counts when there is a need.
